Roger Aines 
Roger Aines is the Chief Scientist of the Energy Program at Lawrence Livermore National Laboratory (LLNL). He holds a Bachelor of Arts degree in Chemistry from Carleton College, and Doctor of Philosophy in geochemistry from the California Institute of Technology.  

Roger leads the Carbon Initiative at LLNL, which aims to understand, develop, and implement technologies for the removal of carbon dioxide from the atmosphere, so-called negative emissions technologies.
